AERATION PROGRAM UPDATE

Since 2004East Twin has had aeration system in place designed to help
circulate the water and improve oxygen levels in the waiére system
consists ofour compressors, each feeding airsxdiffusers which pump air
into the lake bottom in the nortbast section of East Twinake

Tim Mangnello has overseen this program for several years and has kept
system up and running through his leadership. At the July Board Meeting,
Board agreed to maintain the system into next year (2020) which will inclt
replacing 19 of the 24 diffusershe new diffusers are required since the old
ones are dying out. The new diffusers will cost less to maintain and opera
more effectivdy. The cost for these improvements will be between $8,000
and $12,000. The Board also agreed to establish mdéae comprehensive
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levels in the lake. These measurements will help us determine the overall
effectiveness of the system.
